Lastly, as the representation of that which is stable and all that came before, Duncan stands as a
seemingly immovable force to which all of his surroundings react. The prophecies uttered by the three
witches foreshadow these changing tides, culminating in his death at the hands of Macbeth.The
existence of the structure that Duncan provides essentially forces the status quo to either remain as it is,
.or be destroyed entirely
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
