The Blood plasma becomes too high in blood sugar which increases its osmolality. decreased glucose
utilization, and increased glucose production. Glucose homeostasis is a balance between hepatic
glucose production and peripheral glucose uptake and utilization. -This leads to more water losses
leading to dehydration if losses are not replenished which increases body concentration of sugar, salts
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leads to a significant increase in their blood sugar which may exceed 600 mg/dL and sometimes up to
.1000 mg/dL
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
