Teachers play multiple roles to facilitate learning, each with benefits and drawbacks. The "Controller’
role, while useful for organization and instruction, can stifle student engagement and limit learning
opportunities. The "Participant” role allows teachers to engage directly with activities, but risks
dominating the proceedings. Finally, the "Prompter" role provides subtle support to learners, but requires
.careful balancing to encourage independent thinking
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
