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The modern university is essentially an alien phenomenon in the Arab world where it lacks the societal
support base enjoyed by the western university.Moreover, many of the new Arab universities, like Kuwait
University, established in 1966, were either modeled after the French influenced Egyptian university --
in-turn based on semi-independent colleges -- or received their initial administrative and teaching
faculty from Egypt.
