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The cognitive approach focuses on understanding the learners' motivations, skills, and prior knowledge,
which allows the instructional designer to create content that meets their needs and interests.In
instructional design models like ADDIE, the cognitive approach plays an important role during the
analysis phase to determine learning objectives and required skills, and during the design phase to
define the expected cognitive outcomes for learners.
