In the conclusion, Xiomara’s talent for writing impresses her
friends in the poetry club. Ms. Galiano encourages her to participate in a poetry slam at the renowned
Nuyorican Poets Café. Supported by her friends, Aman, Twin, Caridad, Ms. Galiano, and even her

parents, Xiomara embraces the power of her own words.
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
