El Tarf's Bird Lake, a Ramsar site, boasts significant biodiversity but faces severe threats. Drought,
pollution, and urbanization drastically reduce its water levels and area. Emergency measures, including
water replenishment, are underway, but continued, concerted action is crucial for the lake's survival and

the well-being of both wildlife and dependent communities.
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
