Of all objects that one can conceive to be travelling through empty space, few offer poorer prospects of
detection than a solitary black hole of solar mass.lt is difficult enough to see Venus, 12 000 km in
diameter, swimming across the disc of the sun; looking for a 15-km object moving across a faroff stellar

light source would be unimaginably difficult.
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
