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North America experiences four distinct seasons. Summer is the warmest, ideal for agriculture and
recreation. Fall brings cooler temperatures and colorful foliage, offering opportunities for outdoor
activities. Winter is the coldest, with ice and snow common in northern areas, while even southern
regions experience cooler weather. Spring acts as a transition, with warming temperatures, rain, and the
revitalization of plant life.
