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The rapid development of the internet in the 1990s and its embrace by the library and information
community enabled the concept of the digital libraries (DLs), whose function can be defined as the
collection, storage and processing of vast information and knowledge into a systemic project through
digitalization and the internet, while providing convenient and highly efficient retrieval and inquiry
services.The role of a Digital Library is essentially to collect, manage, preserve and make accessible
digital objects.
