Digital computers, the most common type, process discrete data represented as binary digits (bits), O or
1. This binary system, using on/off electrical states, allows representation of various data types including

numbers, letters, graphics, sound, and program instructions. The finite number of states (0 or 1) defines

the digital nature of these machines.
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
