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As Kino seeks to gain wealth and status through the pearl, he transforms from a happy, contented father
to a savage criminal, demonstrating the way ambition and greed destroy innocence.Kino's people seem
poised for a similar destruction, as the materialism inherent in colonial capitalism implants a love of profit
into the simple piety of the native people.
